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DPD opens new depot in Luxembourg 
Bettembourg / Aschaffenburg, 19 March – DPD has recently opened its new depot in Bettembourg, Luxembourg. The new depot, which replaces the former facility in Howald, will from now on serve the grand duchy of Luxembourg as well as the Belgian province of the same name. 

DPD decided to build the new depot in Bettembourg in order to boost its capacity and make the latest infrastructure available. Marc Hasler, CEO of DPD BELUX, explains: "The old depot in Howald had reached the limits of its capacity. Because of its central location at the heart of Europe DPD Luxembourg is an important part of the DPD network. We are confident about the economic potential of the region and we want to be prepared at this stage to benefit from future volume growth." 

The overall area of the depot in Bettembourg covers 12,000 m2, approx. 1,700 m2 of which is accounted for by the sorting hall. "Thanks to the new infrastructure we can now process up to 7,000 parcels a day in Bettembourg, which is almost five times the capacity we had in Howald. We will operate 42 delivery and pickup tours from Bettembourg and, depending on how volumes develop, can expand these to a maximum of 52," explains Monika Fabry, manager of the new depot. 
The new depot will make it possible to improve service quality for existing customers even further and to acquire new customers by offering attractive performance standards. "At present we serve more than 3,000 customers. The new cutting-edge infrastructure and our increased capacity will enable us to do even more for our customers and expand our market share in Luxembourg," adds Monika Fabry.
